Universal Design for Learning (UDL) is a set of principles for curriculum development 

and implementation that gives all individuals equal opportunity to learn. These 

principles provide educators with a structure for developing goals, materials, methods 

and assessments that meet the needs of a wide range of learners by including flexible 

options in the early stages of the curriculum design process. The support for UDL in the 

National Education Technology Plan and the Common Core exemplify the growing 

importance of UDL in the field of education. In March, 2011, a state-level task force in 

Maryland released their recommendations, A Route for Every Learner, which clearly 

endorsed the UDL framework. This document was supported by the state board of 

education and the state superintendent of schools.  

 

Participants attending the session will:  

 Review the foundations and principles of UDL  

 Identify tools and resources developed by MSDE and the National UDL Center 

that assist educators as they seek to apply principles of UDL in the classroom  

 Examine the UDL guidelines as they apply to the lesson planning process

 Gain an insight into how UDL will help them prepare for the many changes 

being proposed by the Maryland State Department of Education.  

 

Ms. Berquist is a faculty member in the Department of Special Education at Towson

2011 school year, she served as the UDL consultant for MSDE’s College and Career 

Readiness Support Project which created five online professional development courses 

designed to enhance teaching and learning through technology and UDL. Through this 

project, she also provided professional development workshops on UDL to ten partner 

counties in Maryland.

The Maryland RTTT technology and data projects include support for revisions of the Maryland 

State Curriculum, assessments, and accountability system based on the Common Core Standards.  

Twenty data technology projects are created to build a statewide technology infrastructure that 

links all data elements with analytic and instructional tools to monitor and promote student 

achievement, and also support the redesign of the model for preparation, development, retention, 

and evaluation of teachers and principals. With the statewide technology infrastructure, the 

Longitudinal Data Systems, and the Online Instructional Toolkit, Maryland will provide tools and 

resources to reach staff in all 1,400 schools.
