“The Key Three”

Maximizing multiple choice questions.

Multiple choice is a universal testing procedure because of its ease in correcting.  Often, there are multi faceted components embedded in a multiple choice question, so for the student, it is ultimately important to identify exactly what the question is asking.
The key three requires the student to identify the key three words in the question, so they can identify the correct information more readily and choose the best response.
(Sometimes key threes can be more than one word depending on the pairing or clustering of the question.  The United States of America would be classed as one word, but keep to the formula as best you can.  Students asked to highlight the important parts of the question, without a structure, all too often highlight everything.   Stick to the KEY THREE).
