TESTING STRATEGIES

RAD- Restate, Answer and Detail.  

Not only is this strategy effective for short answer questions, it also translates very well when planning essays for extended responses in testing and writing lessons.

ESSAY PLANNING FOR TESTING
All students should know that essays begin with an introduction paragraph and finish with a conclusion.  Furthermore, the introduction must engage the reader and provide a controlling idea or create a persona.   
The introduction “sets up” the essay by restating the question and commences to answer the question.
Use a simple graphic organizer when you are modeling.
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Do this model everytime you write.  Have the students repeat this model when they write.
