Students are in groups and given a different color to write with (marker, pen, crayon)  Students write their names on the back of the chart paper.  

This is much like instant messenger.

Teacher poses a question (in this case, what will happen next) and students take turns responding with their color.  There is no talking.  All members of the group must have at least one thoughtful response/question.

Teacher uses a color and makes responses (especially if off task) or poses other questions to make them think.  

This activity is timed…about 5 minutes.

The rule is….no comment/no points.
